What's also cool is the entire premise of the Rhythm Child Network which singer, performer and
hand-drummer Norman and his wife Heather created to expose kids to a blend of positive-
message music and a beat that even parents will be able to appreciate.

With the soulful and upbeat title song, which gets its backbone from the traditional “Pick a Bale
of Cotton” folksong, plus their hip-hop version of “Supercalifragilisticexpialidocious” and the joyful
ska of “Oh Susanna”, I'm totally sold on Rhythm Child's mad skills. | actually prefer these trans-
formed classic kids' songs to some of their original pieces, although Norman and Heather's
young son Bailey totally rocks it on his “Everybody is the One” rap.

Anyone who thinks toddlers are too young for the blues hasn't heard Rhythm Child's authentic
“Sam the Lamb Blues”, which seems to know that any kid worth his weight in temper tantrums
already knows how to sing the blues.

The New Soul Of Children’s Music--

LOS ANGELES, CA -- Imagine if Bob Marley, John Lennon and Otis Redding held a family music festival
on Sesame Street. This is the same kind of atmosphere created on stage by The Rhythm Child Network, a
family-oriented entertainment company that promotes positive music and world culture for kids. A modern
day Partridge family featuring award-winning songwriter/performer father, Norm Jones along with his sons,
9-year-old Bailey and 3 1/2-year-old Andre, wife Heather as business manager/agent, plus co-writer Duane’
Neillson, The Rhythm Child Network releases its heavily-awaited second CD, Eat A Bowl of Cherries on
August 31.

Featuring 10 high-energy memorable songs such as “Shaker Song,” “Sam the Lamb Blues,” “Riding On
The Bus,” “Misunderstandings” and “Supercalifragilisticexpialidocious,” among others, Eat A Bowl of
Cherries is available for purchase online at www.rhythmchildnet at $14.95. “Shaker Song” is currently
available as a free download at www.rhythmchild.net. Eat A Bowl of Cherries is the follow-up to the 2003
multi-award winning, Drum Circle Sing-A-Long CD, which has since been revised twice and garnered
numerous awards such as:

With a loyal Los Angeles fan base following that has expanded nationally, Rhythm Child was one of three
American groups selected to contribute a song to internationally-renowned children’s music label,
Putumayo Kids, Picnic Playground CD released July 28, 2009.

With Eat a Bowl of Cherries, Norm Jones wanted the CD to be like the music he listened to as a kid, to
have a special song and feeling totally accessible to the entire family. “We had so much fun playing this
music, and I hope you can hear the smile on my face in each and every song,” said Jones.

The songs featuring Bailey on lead vocals were especially pleasing to Norm because it is something Bailey
instigated. Bailey expressed interest in having solo spots in the live show and felt that he could do them in
the studio. He handled the pressure and endured the long session and performed like a professional. Norm
was very proud of him, and it was a memorable experience for him as a father to see someone so young
have such confidence.

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To me, this is the future of Rhythm Child, to find and showcase inspiring young talent and their individual
forms of expression. Our hope with a release like Eat A Bowl of Cherries is that we can enhance the
imagination and awareness of young children while fully entertaining and satisfying everyone else,” said
Norm Jones.

Unlike other bands and musicians releasing children’s music, The Rhythm Child Network is unique because
it is a family band, but unlike the fictional Partridge family, songwriter/performer, Norm Jones was already
an accomplished musician before establishing this group. He has recorded and performed with iconic artists
such as Ziggy Marley, Jerry Harrison (Talking Heads), Mike Finnigan (Jimi Hendrix and CSN) and
Meredith Brooks, among others. Jones toured with his own reggae/Ska group, Crucial DBC and later with
Dave Wakeling and Ranking Roger as General Public. After years of touring, Jones left General Public to
get back to his music and regain focus on his own writing. It was only fitting that after the birth of his first
son Bailey, Norm found his way into the children’s music arena, where he discovered a hidden passion and
talent for working with kids.

Since there was limited CDs featuring children’s music, Norm and Heather Jones launched The Rhythm
Child Network in 2003. Their mission was to encourage children to experience music as part of their daily
life education and to promote the idea that finding and connecting with that personal, inner pulse allows
each child to unleash unlimited potential and creativity. They initially started having gatherings with drums,
beaded gourds, tambourines and lollipop drums to introduce young children to the rudimentary elements of
music in a family drum circle experience.

“There are so many different approaches a child will take to music and the freedom of drum interaction
allows for all of those ways to be expressed,” said Jones. They moved forward with workshops which
expanded into a variety of parent-and-me style classes, along with family jams, regular presentations at
local schools and mini-concerts around town. Recent appearances include opening up for Ziggy Marley at
the Nokia Theater in Los Angeles, Los Angeles Times Festival of Books, What’s Up For Kids Expos, Los
Angeles Arts & Music Festival, San Gennaro — Feast of LA, and most recent a four concert summer tour for
Putumayo Kids to promote, Picnic Playground.
